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Do I need aVisa for China for a holiday or
business visit?
Yes. All UK citizens planning to visit China require a visa.This has
to be obtained before departure from the UK. However British
Nationals do not currently require a visa to enter Hong Kong.

Any exceptions?
No. All foreign visitors (except for citizens of Japan, Singapore,
and Brunei who have a 15 day visa-free period) will need a visa
to enter Mainland China.

What do I need to do now?
You can move forward using the checklist below.

Please note: your valid passport must have six months to run from the
proposed date of return.

1. Please make sure there is a minimum of two blank pages
in your passport.

2. Please send us your passport within 30 days from date of travel.

3. Obtain a Chinese visa application form (this form is the same
for both holidays and business travel).This can be downloaded
here: Chinese visa application form or please request one from us.

4. Travel-related paperwork (proof of travel) is needed;
a) A copy of outward and return flight ticket booking.
b) A copy of the Chinese hotel booking and travel itinerary,
or, if you are staying with a relative, proof of kinship
(eg. an invitation letter and a copy of the identity document
of the relative in China). Applicants who are under 14 years
old or born in China (including Hong Kong, Macau andTaiwan)
as shown in the passport are not required to submit this proof.
c) If you are applying for a business visa you will also need a visa
notification form issued by the relevant department of Chinese
government or the government-authorised company. Although
we can sometimes help with this, this form is normally obtained
by the person or company you are visiting in China.

5. A recent standard passport-sized photograph.This is to be fixed
to the visa application form. Life photos, copied photos and digital
photos printed on ordinary paper are not acceptable.

6. The correct payment (if the costs have not been incorporated
in your travel invoice).

Please note: if you are entering China twice you will need
a double entry visa (eg. Beijing - Hong Kong - Sanya - Shanghai)
You do not need aVisa for Hong Kong.
